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The Turks ruled Palestine almost uninterruptedly for four hundred years.
The only break in their rule was from 1832-1840 when Muhammet Ali, an
Egyptian vassal of the Turkish Empire revolted against his patrons and
conquered Palestine, Syria and parts of Asia Minor. However, with the
assistance of the British and the Russians, the Ottomans regained control
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
